Guidelines for Community Support for Breastfeeding Seedgrant 2007 
Each seedgrant is worth between US$500-$2,000. It is intended to fund activities that serve as a catalyst for further action. Financial support to sustain a project long-term will have to be found from other sources.  You may wish to inform your local UNICEF, WHO office or any other potential partners, and invite them to join in your project from the beginning.  
Priority will be given to applications that focus on developing or enhancing community involvement and actually mobilising any (or parts of the) community through awareness,

education and gender sensitisation leading to greater support for breastfeeding families.  
A community could refer to people nearby - in the family, neighbourhood, at work, and in the town or a broader concept of community can be taken into consideration. Women feel supported when the community welcomes them to breastfeed in public, provides help to overcome difficulties, offers facilities to breastfeed at the work place etc.  

A Community Support for Breastfeeding Seedgrant recipient has the following responsibilities:

1. Your initiative should have both short-term and long-term goals.  Examples:

Short term: to inform/educate and involve “the community” (you will have to define who they are in your proposal -religious/community leaders, neighbourhood watch, business/recreational community etc) in supporting breastfeeding families.
Long-term: to increase the channels of support available to mothers in the community, for example the group can be from a religious setting or a regular media network/system, run a radio or TV programme that supports breastfeeding and optimal young child feeding.
2. Use the seedgrant either to begin a programme or to strengthen an existing effort to enable a group or community to be actively promoting, protecting or supporting breastfeeding.
3. In your report you must describe the implementation of your activity and evaluate its effect so that other groups may learn from your efforts.  WABA will use information from your report to inspire ideas for others in the network.
4. Please provide WABA with a 2 page summary report on your project by the 30 September  2007. Where possible, send photographs of your project and samples of any written materials or artwork produced for the project. These help WABA’s effort to secure further grant funding for the Seedgrant Programme.
5. Once the seedgrant is spent, provide WABA with a one-page financial statement of accounts for the expenditures of your project. Please keep all receipts for accounting purposes and send copies with your statement.
6. A detailed progress report/final report is expected by the 31 December, 2007 describing the activity, including outcomes and achievement, highlight lessons learnt- even the setbacks and plans for follow up of your project.[image: image1.png]
